Having read the first four installments in Matthew lden’s series of novels featuring Marty Singer, |
knew that the fifth would be well-written. | trusted also that it would have a compelling story that
would hold my attention and carry me along to its conclusion. | was not disappointed. However, |
was a bit surprised. This entry in the Marty Singer series is not so much about Marty. In fact, he is
almost a secondary character featured in a story into which he himself is drawn, as is the reader. At
first, | thought this might detract from the story. It doesn’t. In "The Wicked Flee," we get the story
from the perspectives of a number of characters, including Marty’s. We are carried along by the
Maryland State Police officer who uncovers a series of killings, the kidnapper and his client, the
most recent victim and her brother. To some, this might be distracting, but | found it compelling. It
was interesting to me that Matthew decided to tell Marty’s viewpoint in the first person, while all of
the other perspectives are third-person. I'm still working on the effect that has on the narrative as a
whole. On the whole, the characters are well-drawn, the plot is believable and fast-moving, and the
story captured my attention. The ending raised some questions in my mind about how far one goes
to find "justice," and it could provoke considerable discussion. Thank you to Matthew Iden for
