Tricia was quite calloused towards a poor woman with no
friends who was so desperate to keep from being evicted, she called police to report a burglary, she
was about to commit. | hated seeing the character of Deborah dragged through the mud and her
husband David made out to be some sort of bizarre monster who abandoned a small child after her
