JL Howard, on the other hand, has been one of my favorite novelists from page one of



Johannes Cabal Necromancer. Howard is highly literate, wickedly smart and inventive and just

generally a great writer for anyone who likes good prose and inventive story lines. His new novel,

Carter & Lovecraft is both a continuation and extension of those qualities and I found in this book

that he is CLEARLY a Lovecraft fan and in fact has referenced those works in The Cabal series. A

series I still follow with great enthusiasm, pleasure and joy. The man is just a great author in a time

when editing seems to have virtually gone out the window and creative stories which don't follow

predictable "guidelines" are usually tossed aside the way Hollywood tosses aside new movies in

Lovecraft casts a long shadow over the genre of supernatural and horror fiction, despite the fact that

only a dozen or so of his stories are really timeless. It wasnâ€™t his execution, but his concepts that

still have enormous power. A lot of his work is painfully purple, and overwrought, but those few

times when he was really on, his fiction packed a massive wallop, so much so that writers like

Stephen King, Neil Gaiman and Michael Chabon still occasionally touch their toes in his pond.

Jonathan L. Howard is the latest to do so, with his novel Carter and Lovecraft.Daniel Carter was a

homicide detective, until his last case, the hunt for a bizarre serial killer, to a strange, maybe

supernatural turn, and ended with his partner committing suicide as they apprehended the killer.

Having lost his zeal for the job, Carter becomes a P.I. trying to pay his bills and live a quiet life.

However he inherits a property from someone he has never heard of, which turns out to be a

bookstore in Providence.Running the store is one Emily Lovecraft, who turns out to be the last living

descendant of the fiction writer. She cares little for her descendant, and doesn't want a new boss,

particularly one who knows nothing about the book business. After meeting her and her blue-blood

boyfriend, Carter decides to share the bookstore with Lovecraft, leaving her in charge and returning

to his business as a P.I. Strange things begin to happen, of course, as Carter begins suffering from

hallucinations and fugue states, and an anonymous phone call ties him to the mysterious death of a



man who seemingly drowns to death inside of a locked car.
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
