Cass and Nellie Foster have created an easy-to-follow guide that
explains how to prepare for Passover, how to prepare for the Seder, and how to execute the
service. Also included are instructions for proper kitchenware, how to set the Seder table and create
the Seder plate, candle-lighting, a wide variety of children’s activities, how to manage the Fast of the
First Born without having to fast, how to keep chametz (unleavened products forbidden during
Pesach) for use following the eight days of Passover and recipes for the ideal Seder meal.
